Directions to the Cabin:
From Billings, take I-90 West to Livingston exit 333

From Bozeman, take I-90 East to Livingston exit 333

Then 89 south approx. 43 -44 miles to Corwin Springs

Right immediately after Corwin Springs sign on Cinnabar Basin Rd. 

Cross bridge, then take left

Follow dirt road approx. 3.5 miles; take left just before Beattie Gulch Trailhead sign

Through log arch to Cabin #5

From Yellowstone National Park exit at Gardiner, keep left when exiting park staying on Old Yellowstone Trail, go 4 miles; take right after Beattie Gulch Trailhead sign 

Through log arch to Cabin #5
